Chapter 1
General information
 The Glenbow Museum is one of the largest museums in Western Canada. The Museum focuses on documenting the history of exploration and development in Western Canada. The exposition was placed in 20 halls of the total area of 8600 m². Museum collection and has over a million articles. The Museum was founded in 1966.
Glenbow Museum, intriguing stories from Western Canada with extraordinary art and artifacts from around the world. Combining the museums, art galleries, libraries and archives, all under one roof, Glenbow boasts over a million artifacts and some works of art in their 28000 vast collections and is one of the largest museums in Canada. Through a variety of dynamic programs and changing exhibitions and programs, and a broad collection of works of art, artifacts and historical documents, Glenbow Museum builds on a commitment to preserve our cultural heritage and Western at the same time providing visitors to look at the world outside. In the archive of the Museum hosts more than 2 million photographs, as well as unpublished manuscripts, notes, documents, letters and diaries of Western Canadian history. In the Museum Library has more than 100 million books, periodicals, newspapers, magazines, catalogs, and rare cards, with the main focus on Western Canada. Ethnographic collection consists of approximately 48 thousand products, which have been used by indigenous peoples of North America (Indians and Inuit), in particular the Northern Plains and Northwest Coast, Arctic and Subarctic, as well as from some regions of South America, Africa, Oceania and Asia. An extensive collection of minerals Museum includes minerals and precious and semi-precious stones from all over the world, but dominated by minerals found in Western Canada. The most valuable specimens of minerals chosen for the exhibition "treasures of the mineral world", which is very popular with visitors of all ages. The exhibition includes glow in the dark minerals, pirity, also known as "fool's gold", and Crystal crystals of all the colors of the Rainbow.
The museum collection includes artifacts that tell the fascinating story of Aboriginal people, frontier exploration, and the development of western life. Objects from cultures around the world, and a collection of gems and minerals are also part of this diverse collection.


The art collection focuses primarily on northwestern North America. It features works in all media from the 19th century to the present. Its strengths are prints and drawings, Western art, 19th century railway artists, Arctic art, abstraction and extensive individual collections of many important artists from Western Canada.

The Archives has extensive holdings of unpublished documents and photographs related to the history of Western Canada.

Glenbow's Library documents the history of Western Canada, and includes books, pamphlets, journals, and maps relating to the history of southern Alberta.
Chapter 2
History

 The Glenbow-Alberta Institute was formed in 1966, the year when oil Tycoon and philanthropist Eric l. Harvie donated his vast historical collection to the people of Alberta. Located in downtown Calgary across from the Calgary Tower. The Institute manages the Glenbow Museum, which is open to the public and which is not only his own Museum collection, but also a very extensive art collection, library, and archive. A collection devoted to the history of culture, contains more than 100 thousand items originating from many corners of the Earth. These items help you to imagine life in Western Canada since the late nineteenth century to the present day. You can see how people earn a living, as they rested, the gods were worshiped, how they were dressed and fed. The collection also includes samples of pottery from Alberta and Western Canada, as well as a collection of clothes, numismatic collection, and the collection, dedicated to the research of the North.
 Weapons collection includes about 26 thousand items, spanning many countries for almost five centuries, in particular the European, Asian and North American firearms and edged weapons. Also well represented are Japanese arms and armor, as well as the Canadian medals and orders.

A collection of paintings of the Museum is divided into 3 sections according to the time of writing-Gallery-before 1914, 1915 to 1969 year in 1970 to the present day. The most interesting works in the collection are:

Location

Public Transportation
By CTrain
We are conveniently located one block south of Calgary's light rail transit (LRT) line. The CTrain operates on a 10 minute schedule and every five minutes during rush hour service.

From west locations:
Take the Somerset/Bridlewood train to City Hall station.

From east locations:
Take City Centre train to City Hall station.

From south locations:
Take the Crowfoot train to Centre Street station.
