The most popular tourist attractions are: Toronto, Vancouver, Montreal, Niagara Falls, Quebec City, Victoria, Calgary, Ottawa, Edmonton and Halifax.

It would be interesting for me to learn more about Peace Tower and Gatineau Park
The aim of my work is prove that Peace Tower and Gatineau Park are popular tourist attractions.

My tasks are:
· to find and systematize information about the place;

· to create a booklet for tourists;

History: Peace Tower

Originally the tower was built not only as an element of architecture, but also as a Memorial. So, inside the Tower Memorial House is located on the Canadian participation in the first world war. The stone walls the Tower originally planned to carve out the names of Canadians who lost their lives at the fronts of World War I, but it turned out that all 66 thousand names there's not enough room, so it was decided to create memory books. Subsequently, in the books listed the names of Canadian soldiers, airmen and sailors who died in the first world war, but also of all other military operations in which Canada participated, including those held during the days of the British Raj (1931-1941). In particular, this includes the names of the dead during the Nile expedition and Boer War, the first and second world wars and the Korean war. Were later expanded and presented here. Today they tell all the armed conflict (both foreign and Canadian) since the creation in 1867, the year of Confederation.

An integral part of the tower is a Carillon of 53 bells-ring. It was decided to install a Carillon on the occasion of the signing of the Armistice of 1918 and the end of the first world war. The carillon was first opened in July 1927, to mark the 60th anniversary of Confederation. Nowadays it is used for the daily concerts and special events, including the funeral of statesmen and remembrance day (11 November). The Carillon plays about 200 days a year. His sound is spread across several quarters. The tool is installed in the Tower in the world, is considered the most famous of all 11 years of Canadian karil′onov. From September to June karil′onnye concerts are held on weekdays from noon to 12:15. Every day is different. In July and August the daily concerts last hour: from 11:00 to 12:00.

Peace Tower is the most visible part of the complex. She replaced 55-meter Tower, Victoria, burnt in 1916, during the fire on Parliament Hill; This tower has a height of at 92.2 metres. Victoria tower Bell was named the Peace Tower, built to commemorate the end of World War I. Framework Tower contains the book Memories that all Canadians who have died in this war; page – ceremonial flips every day at 11:0 in all the books. The book placed in a white marble Memorial House, room, built to honour the Canadians who died in the battle. Fighting Allies: Serbia, Russia, France, Romania, Belgium, the British Empire, the United States, Italy, and other countries of the Triple Alliance: Germany, Austro-Hungary, Bulgaria, Ottoman Empire. The Tower contains observation gallery, offering beautiful views of the city. The clock is set by the National Council of Canadian Studies and a selection of bells with 53 bells. The bells weigh from 4.5 kg to 10160 kg (10 lb-22399 pounds).

All the Interior and exterior of the building, the tower is decorated with approximately 370 stone carved figures, including gargoyles, grotesques, and friezes. Like the Bell Tower in Westminster and the American Capitol Dome lamp, lantern on the Peace Tower will be activated whenever the Parliament passes the session. Prior to the 1970-ies of the Peace Tower dominated over the horizon Ottawa, since rigorous 150-foot (45.7-meter) height limit has been set for other buildings; It was cancelled.

History: Gatineau Park
There are many parks in the area of order 360-square kilometers, located a short drive from the Centre of the big city? Of course, no. Partly so the trip to the Park Gatineau (Gatineau Park), located on the territory of Quebec, in most cases, becomes an integral part of a programme of visits to Ottawa. The local scenery is truly exciting. And this beauty is only a 10-15 minute drive from the Centre of Canada's capital

The Park offers hundreds of miles of biking and walking trails; forests, which grow more than 50 varieties of trees and a home to many representatives of wildlife; as well as crystal-clear lakes, characteristic of the Canadian Shield (Precambrian basement fold overhang, which occupies the northern half of the North American platform, including Greenland).

A total of 54 species of mammals inhabit the Park and about 230 species of birds. While walking through the Park one can come across a deer or Beaver, looking up, then it cannot be ruled out and the chance to see a woodpecker or an OWL. In addition, the Park is plenty of reptiles and amphibians, including wood turtles, salamanders, and četyrëhpalye wide variety of frogs.

Among the activities available in the Park include not only cycling and hiking and canoeing, swimming, horseback riding, birdwatching, hang gliding, fishing. In winter, the Park becomes the main attraction for skiers, snowboarders and fans of skating on ice. In addition, for both the summer and winter months in the Park are many different recreational activities.

The Park has its own attractions. In particular, these include:

Estate of Mackenzie King, the tenth Prime Minister of Canada. There are a variety of chalets, manicured gardens, ruins and scenic trails leading to other parts of the Park. On the estate there is a cafe, where you can take a break and grab a candy store. The Manor is open to visitors from mid-May to mid-October.

Pink Lake, named after their founding in the early 1800 's family Pink – is a real ecological treasure Park.

Beaches. The Park has five public beaches are open from mid-June to early September.

Royal mountain. The mountain lies 2.5 km-long walking trail. On the way there are 10 review sites, with a spectacular view of the Ottawa River Valley.

Lusk cave, the remarkable fact that the inside is covered with marble. To reach the caves you can walk.

In the park there are more than a dozen picnic areas where you can relax and spend time with family and friends.

The park has a mixed mission of conservation and recreation. The park is a mix of forest, lakes and wetlands and serves as a nature preserve for the region. There is abundant wildlife including many species of amphibians and reptiles, birds and insects, black bears and wolves. Ninety plant and fifty animal species in the Park are at risk in Quebec and/or Canada. The park is also popular as a four-season recreation area for inhabitants of the region as well as visitors. Hiking, road cycling and mountain biking, rock climbing, fishing, camping and beach activities are popular in the summer. Nordic and Alpine skiing are popular in the winter.

The area of the park has a long history of human inhabitation and usage long predating the arrival of European settlers. Its more recent pre-park history includes various forms of human exploitation including farming, logging, hunting, and industrial activity. The idea of creating a park in the Gatineau Hills for the recreational use of people in the Ottawa area was proposed as early as 1903. While the idea continued to be discussed in various forms and recreational use of the area continued to grow, such as by the Ottawa ski club, little formal activity toward creating a park occurred. In 1938 money was allotted for the acquisition of Gatineau woodlands (for preservation) and the construction of a road. The home of former Canadian Prime Minister William Lyon MacKenzie King, the King Estate, is located within the park, at Kingsmere, Quebec, which is also now wholly within the park. King bequeathed the estate of some 500 acres to the Government of Canada on his death in 1950 for the enjoyment of the public as a park.

The Government of Canada maintains a conference centre built on the ruins of a former fertilizer plant at Meech Lake, now famous as the site of meetings leading to a failed attempt to reform the Canadian Constitution in 1987, the Meech Lake Accord.

There are significant ongoing controversies about the creation and ongoing administration of the park, including its status as a federal park that is unique in not being part of the national parks system, and the ongoing existence of private residences within the park.
